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Legislative Representative

Vicki Petersen convened the meeting at 10:35 a.m.
Vicki Petersen welcomed Kathy Wolf as the primary member from Santa Cruz and noted Marlene Smith from Los Angeles County was departing the committee.

Victoria Rodriguez noted the minutes of December 10th should be corrected to change the word “it’s” in the second paragraph on the first page to “its.” Minutes of December 10th approved as corrected. Motion by Terri Lipscomb, seconded by Barbara Chambers.

2009 MEETING SCHEDULE

Vicki Petersen stated the meeting schedule will be a little lighter this year in light of budgets and cutting down on travel expenses.  Monthly reports from committee members on bills they are tracking will still be needed. 
Matt Siverling reported that the deadline for introducing bills will be the end of February. Bills will start being heard in April. A teleconference meeting will be scheduled in March for the week after the staff training workshops.

AB 102 ISSUES

Matt Siverling reported on the meeting last December with DMV. They wanted County Clerks to police the information on the marriage licenses before the people go to DMV. Information on the name changes has not been passed on to the regional offices by DMV yet. 

Donna Allred stated that Folsom Prison is not allowing the prisoners to change their names and neither is the Sacramento County Jail. Victoria Rodriguez will be meeting with her state prisons next week and will report back to the committee.

Vicki Petersen moved and Kathie Moran seconded that Matt Siverling will secure a spot bill for the committee to work on clean-up issues. Motion was approved.

CACEO CONFERENCE FOR JULY

Kathie Moran stated the northern counties have been asked to host the conference. They need some ideas on County Clerk sessions.  They have someone coming from Transcend to show how to make forms easily. There is a mutual problems session and an update session on AB 102.  They may have a session on passports. 

2009 COMMITTEE MEMBERS

Kathie Moran reviewed the expectations for all committee members. Everyone knows they are going to play a part in this committee. Members need to have a certain amount of attendance. They need to let the co-chairs know if they are going to miss the meeting. Everyone needs to communicate as much as possible. Participating via conference  calls is considered attending.

UPDATES RE: LEGISLATION AND ASSIGNMENT OF BILLS

AB 55 – CEQA -  Karen Hong and Kenton Owyang have volunteered to monitor this bill.

AB 73 – marriage licenses – assigned to Lisa Renteria.

AB 137 – open meetings advisory – assigned to Terri Lipscomb.

SB 20 – personal information – assigned to Wardell House.

SB 33 – marriage and family therapy – assigned to Barbara Chambers.

SB 40 – personal information – David Valenzuela has volunteered for this bill.

Proposed legislation is our clean-up bill and the one proposed by John Tuteur. Vicki Petersen contacted Alicia Stewart at the Secretary of State’s office regarding John’s proposal. She was under the impression that it was only for Napa County. It will be a long time before we get there with the electronic transmission of notary oaths back to the state because the Secretary of State is required to retain the original oath forever. There is no mechanism for them to do this and they are not close to being ready for it.
Matt Siverling will find an author to sponsor our clean-up bill. This will include amending the Business and Professions Code sections regarding identification cards to make the size of the cards consistent (not less than 3.25” x 2”); removing the additional cards for employees of LDAs and UDAs; clarify that the ID card for a corporation or a partnership is issued in the name of the partnership and does not have a picture on it. 

Further cleanup language is needed for B&P 22351.5 – initial new live scan; clarify that the application for registration of a photocopier is signed by the applicant under penalty of perjury; 22452 – does not indicate that it even needs to be signed; every general partner or corporate officer also needs to sign and declare under penalty of perjury; 22454 – clarify for photocopiers the requirement that either the applicant or someone in the management be a notary – clarify that written authorization of the notary is required.

Fictitious business name bill was vetoed last year.  Clarifies that if the expiration notice is returned by the post office that it can be destroyed.

Placer County is looking at ways to save money and suggested adding an e-mail address to the FBN as a cost effective way to notify the customer. There are some issues with this – would a change in e-mail address result in a new filing? You would have to run two systems –one for those with e-mail and one for hard copy letters. The committee will keep this in mind – it is a good concept but it would have to be optional. It will be kept in a file for possible proposals in the future.
OTHER ISSUES

Wardell House reported on AB 22 – computer hacking. It might have to do with privacy issues. Wardell will track this bill for the committee. 

Next meeting will be February 19th in Sacramento at a location to be determined.
