DFM Pilot counties, Sacramento and Orange have been live since July 18.

DIMS Pilot counties, El Dorado, Mendocino and Solano scheduled to go live on August 24.
DFM Wave I – Some counties in Wave I were ready to go live earlier than anticipated and San Joaquin went live on August 17, without issue.  San Benito, Santa Barbara and Tulare will go live on August 24.  

Secretary of State Padilla joined the conference call
1. Scott v. Bowen - Voting Rights Under the Criminal Justice Realignment
SOS Padilla provided background on the Scott v. Bowen announced at a press conference in Oakland that he was dropping the appeal.  He discussed after reviewing AB 109, that he agreed with the ruling by the court that the post release and mandatory supervision provisions did not equal being on parole and therefore dropped the appeal.  The law is pretty clear that those in prison for a felony conviction and those on parole for a felony have their voting rights suspended, but everybody else maintains their voting rights.
Turned over to Steve Reyes – Chief Legal Counsel 
On date of the press conference August 3rd issued a CCROV to announce the dropping of the appeal of Scott v. Bowen.

SOS intends to issue a CCROV in the next two weeks that will:

1) Rescind CCROV  issued in December 2011
2) Specify persons in post release or under mandatory supervision are eligible to register and vote.

There will be changes to the attestation on the VRC and online form and other online information.  Will be consistent with Article 2, Section 4 of the constitution.
These changes will be available on the VRCs to be delivered to counties in September.  

Counties were advised they could continue to use their existing stock and phase it out and replace with new VRCs.

There are still gaps for people in County Jail which were created with AB109 that will hopefully be addressed with future legislation.

OK to use current VRC stock and phase out as you get the new VRC stock.

SOS will notify Probation, ACLU and other groups servicing these parties.

SOS advised to direct Probation Officer questions to the SOS.
Jana Lean suggested placing larger quantity VRC orders on the next quarter order due September for delivery in December.

2. Update on AB 1461 “New Motor Voter”  
James Schwab discussed that they are in the final stages of negotiating the language in AB 1461 with the Governor’s office. He stated how much he appreciated the support of the CACEO.   He mentioned that there were concerns that there would be a large dump of voters into the system; he mentioned with the amendments that were being made that it would be a gradual addition of voters over a number of years rather than a large dump of voters.
He also provided an update on SB 450.  He stated the legislator and legislative staff are focused on closing out the existing sessions and are committed to pick up discussions with staff and leadership soon after the session closes and will clean the bill up in preparation to hear SB 450 in January or February of 2016.
He received the comments from CACEO and appreciates those.
