Filing Fee Payment Procedure for Certified Regulatory Programs

Following is the procedure for paying CEQA filing fees, and filing the Notice of Decision for projects subject to a Certified Regulatory Program (CRP).   

Information regarding CRPs can be found in the Public Resources Code section 21080.5 and Article 17 of the State CEQA Guidelines (Section 15250 through 15253).

Common examples of Certified Regulatory Programs (CRPs) include:
· The regulatory program of the Air Resources Board;
· The water quality control planning program by SWRCB and RWRQB; and 
· The regulatory program of the SWRQB to establish instream beneficial use protection programs.

State agencies that have CRPs comply with CEQA by providing a substitute environmental document in lieu of an Environmental Impact Report or a Negative Declaration.  Although quite different from the typical CEQA document, the substitute document still needs to be filed and the filing fees paid by the appropriate State agency before the project may commence.  All CRPs, except the Board of Forestry and Cal Fire must pay their fees to the Department of Fish and Game before they file their NOD.  Please see the following link for the current CRP environmental filing fee.
