





















PROVISIONAL VOTING





Voter claims to be registered but their name is not on the Roster of Voters: Determine that the voter is in the correct precinct (use map and inactive list).





If voter is in the wrong precinct and you are unsure where voter should vote, or what steps to follow – CALL THE ELECTIONS OFFICE at 251-8352





No Absentee Ballot to surrender – voter wants to vote at polls





Voter is Resident of Precinct – Name not on Roster





Voter Moved BEFORE the 15-Day Close of Registration





Voter moved AFTER the 15-Day Close of Registration





Voter is on Roster, but marked as having been issued an Absentee Ballot


 





Not a Provisional Voter:


Voter completes a new Voter Registration Card (VRC),


signs roster, and votes at the polls








Not a Provisional Voter: 


Voter signs roster and votes at the polls





Voter surrenders Absentee Ballot














Write the Precinct Number on provisional envelope.





Write the “Reason” for voting a 


Provisional Ballot on the Envelope.





Voter completes and signs “Voter Declara-


tion” on provisional envelope.





Voter votes ballot, inserts it into the provisional envelope, and seals the envelope. 





Election Officer confirms all sections of the envelope are completed, signed &


sealed.





Election Officer detaches the receipt part of the envelope and gives to the Voter.  Deposit ballot in Ballot Box.
