1. March 6, 2008 Minutes –– Adopted as corrected.
2. Count –– No Count Guidelines
Following up from the March meeting, Lindsey distributed draft County–No Count guidelines.  The short term goal is to have them available for use in June with more complete guidelines for November.  Stepping through the Discussion Points led to scenarios:  What would you do if….  Some of them are included in the revised Guidelines going out with these minutes.
Steve suggested that we post the Guidelines on the CACEO website, send elecnet/memberclicks and email announcing the posting, and have a conference call to go over the discussion points.  
3. EC § 14311 –– Provisional voting for voters who moved within same county
This code section is irrelevant when considered with EC § 14310(c)(3) and § 14312.
14311.  (a) A voter who has moved from one address to another within the same county and who has not reregistered to vote at that new address may, at his or her option, vote on the day of the election at the polling place at which he or she is entitled to vote based on his or her current residence address, or at the office of the county elections official or other central location designated by that elections official.  The voter shall be reregistered at the place of voting for future elections.

(b) Voters casting ballots under this section shall be required to vote by provisional ballot, as provided in Section 14310.
14310(c)(3) The provisional ballot of a voter who is otherwise entitled to vote shall not be rejected because the voter did not cast his or her ballot in the precinct to which he or she was assigned by the elections official.
14312.  This article shall be liberally construed in favor of the provisional voter.

The single item of value in 14311 is requiring the voter to reregister and the language should be changed to read: “The voter shall be reregistered at her or his current residence.”
