          SUPPORT 

Dear Assemblymember Aguiar-Curry:

The California Association of Clerks and Election Officials (CACEO) supports Sections 6 and 7 of Senate Bill 205 (Committee on Governance and Finance) which appropriately amend and update Government Code Sections 54973 and 54974 (Maddy Act).

Existing law requires that the Maddy Act’s Local Appointments List be made available to the public for a reasonable fee and to designate the public library with the largest service population within the jurisdiction to receive a copy of the list.  SB 205 amends Section 54973 to permit a legislative body to either post the Local Appointments List on its Internet Web site or provide a designated library with a copy of the list.

Existing law also requires that whenever there is an unscheduled vacancy in any board, commission, or committee for which the legislative body has the appointing power, the notice of vacancy must be posted in the office of the clerk of the local agency, the library designated for this purpose by the legislative body, and in other places as directed by the legislative body.  SB 205 also amends Section 54974 to post the notice of vacancy either on the legislative body’s Web site OR in the designated library, in addition to posting in the office of the clerk and other locations determined by the legislative body.

The bill would provide a board of supervisors with an appropriate degree of flexibility in determining where best to post the Local Appointments List and notices of vacancies in boards, committees, and commissions.  Providing the board of supervisors the option of posting online or in a library would result in greater public access to this information while modernizing customer service for local agencies.  

CACEO urges an “aye” vote for SB 205.
