It is distributed with the understanding that the County Clerk-Recorder-Registrar of Voters is not rendering legal advice and, is for general guidance only.  In case of conflict, the law, regulation or rule will apply.

Please note:  No duty is imposed upon the registrar of Voters to determine whether a candidate meets the requirements for holding office.  The Declaration of Candidacy signed under the penalty of perjury by each candidate declares that the candidate meets the statutory and/or constitutional requirements to hold office.  Individuals with questions concerning their own or other candidate qualifications or other related matters should seek legal counsel.

All candidate filing information is considered public information and contact information may be posted on the Elections Website.

SECTION 1                              PETITIONS IN LIEU OF FILING FEES
On E-158 (see elections calendar for specific calendar date), the Registrar of Voters shall upon request furnish to each candidate a form which can be reproduced for securing signatures in lieu of paying the required filing fee.  Petition sections should be submitted to the Registrar of Voters’ office periodically rather than one batch on the last day.  The substitution of signatures for fees shall be subject to the following provisions EC 8106 b 1-5:

(1) Any registered voter may sign an in-lieu filing-fee petition for any candidate for whom he or she is eligible to vote.

(2) If a voter signs more candidates’ petitions than there are offices to be filled, the voter’s signatures shall be valid only on those petitions which when taken in the order they are filed do not exceed the number of offices to be filled.  
(3) In-lieu-filing-fee petitions shall be filed at least 15 days prior to the close of the nomination period.  Within 10 days after receipt of a petition, the elections official shall notify the candidate of any deficiency.  The candidate shall then, prior to the close of the nomination period, either submit a supplemental petition, or pay a pro rata portion of the filing fee to cover the deficiency.
(4) If the petition is circulated for an office in more than one county, the candidate shall submit the signatures to the elections official in the county in which the petition was circulated.  Each circulator of an in-lieu-filing-fee petition shall be a registered voter of the district or political subdivision in which the candidate is to be voted on.  The circulator shall serve within the county in which he or she resides.
(5) A candidate may submit the appropriate number of signatures to cover all or any pro-rata portion of the filing fee.  Each candidate may submit a greater number of signatures to allow for subsequent losses due to invalidity of some signatures.   The elections official shall not be required to determine the validity of a greater number of signatures. 
Signatures obtained and filed in-lieu of the filing fee are counted towards the signature requirements for nomination papers.  EC 8106 d If a petition in-lieu contains a requisite number of valid signatures under EC 8061, the candidate shall not be required to file nomination papers but may request the Registrar of Voters to accept the petition in-lieu instead of filing nomination papers.

SECTION 2                                 DECLARATION OF INTENT

A candidate for Judicial Office shall file a Declaration of Intent form supplied by the Registrar of Voters office no earlier than E-127 or later than E-118 to become a candidate for that office and shall state for which of the numerically designated offices he/she intends to become a candidate.   The filing fees for candidates required to file Declarations of Intention pursuant to EC 8023 shall be paid at the time the declarations are filed with the county elections official.  (EC 8023, 8105(b))  If the incumbent of a judicial office fails to file a Declaration of Intention by the end of the period specified, persons other than the incumbent may file a Declaration of Intention from E-117 to E-113.  

If the incumbent of a judicial office files a Declaration of Intention but for any reason fails to file nomination papers by E-88, the filing deadline is extended to E-83.  Any person other than the person, who was the incumbent, if otherwise qualified, may file nomination papers for the office during the extended period, notwithstanding that he or she has not filed a written and signed Declaration of Intention to become a candidate for the office. SECTION 3                            DECLARATION OF CANDIDACY

All forms required for nomination and election shall be furnished only by the county elections official.  (EC 8101) The filing fees for all candidates shall be paid at the time the candidates obtain their nomination forms.  All filing fees received by the Elections Office are nonrefundable.  EC 8105
The Declaration of Candidacy shall be obtained from and filed with the Registrar of Voters of the County in which the candidate resides and is a voter.  A candidate shall not remove a declaration of candidacy form from the Registrar of Voter’s office and said form shall be completed in the office of the Registrar of Voters.  However, a candidate may in a written statement signed and dated by the candidate designate a person to receive a declaration of candidacy form from the Registrar of Voters and deliver it to the candidate.   Providing such a statement shall indicate that the candidate is aware that the declaration of candidate must be properly executed and delivered to the Registrar of Voters of the county of the candidate’s residence not later than 5:00PM on E-88 (see calendar for a specific calendar date).  EC 8028, 8064
All nomination documents are available at the Registrar of Voters office at 1435 Veterans Memorial Circle, Yuba City, CA 95993 between the hours of 8:00AM and 5:00PM Monday through Friday except for legal holidays.  It is suggested that prospective candidates for the upcoming election obtain the necessary forms as soon as possible on or after the first day to circulate E-113 (see elections calendar for specific calendar date) and that the documents be filed as soon as completed so any irregularities may be corrected before the deadline E-88 (see elections calendar for a specific calendar date).

SECTION 4   NOMINATION PAPERS:  CIRCULATING, SIGNING, AND FILING
All nomination papers for the Direct Primary must be left with the Registrar of Voters not later than E-88 (see elections calendar for specific calendar date) for examination and certification and forwarding to the Secretary of State, if applicable.  The office of the Registrar of Voters will close promptly at 5:00PM, after which no nomination papers will be received, unless an incumbent doesn’t file causing an extension of time to E-83.  EC 8022
Signers shall be voters in the district or political subdivision in which the candidate is to be voted on and shall be affiliated with the party, if any, in which the nomination is proposed. 
EC 8068
Each signer of a nomination paper can sign only as many petitions as there are seats to be filled for such office.  No more signers shall be secured for any candidate than the maximum, nor less than the minimum required for the office.  EC 8062, 8067
Each voter must in the presence of the circulator, or candidate, sign his/her name as it was signed on the Affidavit of Registration, print his/her name, write in the place of residence giving street and residence number.  It is important the signer himself write in the above requirements.  Signers are cautioned to give their residence and not their business or mailing address.  Any such business or mailing addresses appearing on the nomination papers will cause that person’s signature to be declared not sufficient.  When the desired number of signatures have been obtained, the circulator must swear to the declaration appearing at the end of each section of the nomination paper and return all sections to the candidate to be left by the candidate with the Registrar of Votes in which the circulator and signers resides for examination or certification and filing. No fee or charge shall be made or collected by any officer for verifying any nomination document or circulator’s affidavit.  EC 8080
All nomination papers for the primary shall be left for examination and filed in the Registrar of Voters office not later than 5:00PM E-88 (see elections calendar for a specific calendar date) unless an incumbent does not file causing an extension of filing to E-83.  The nomination papers which are to be filed in the office of the Secretary of State will be transmitted by the County Clerk within five (5) days after being left for examination.  EC 8082
The Registrar of Voters will not accept for filing any declaration or nomination document unless all blanks therein are filled and he/she will mark as “Not Sufficient” any signature which does not appear in the same handwriting as appears on the affidavit of registration in her office or in which the declaration of party affiliation is not in accordance with the declaration of party affiliation in the affidavit of registration of the signer.  EC 8065, 8081
Public access to the nomination documents shall be limited to viewing the documents only.  

EC 17100(c)
The Registrar of Voters is not responsible for an excess or lack of publicity.  All filing information is public information and is given to the newspapers when the reporters call.  
SECTION 5                                            CIRCULATORS
A candidate may circulate and obtain sponsors’ signatures for his own candidacy.  He may also sign his petition in lieu.

All circulators shall be registered voters in the district or political subdivision in which the candidate is to be voted on and shall serve only in that district or political subdivision.   EC 104, 8451, 8066
A Registrar of Voters or a Deputy Registrar of Voters shall not be appointed as circulators, and circulators shall not obtain signatures within 100 feet of any election booth or polling place.

Signers shall be voters in the district or political subdivision in which the candidate is to be voted on and shall be affiliated with the party, if any, in which the nomination is proposed.

When the office is a non-partisan office, circulators are appointed in the same manner as for partisan offices, except that all references to party affiliation shall be omitted on all forms required to be filed.  EC 8002
SECTION 6 PARTISAN OFFICE CANDIDATES (INCLUDING COUNTY CENTRAL COMMITTEE)
No Declaration of Candidacy for a partisan office, including County Central Committee candidates shall be filed by the candidate UNLESS (1) at the time of presentation of the declaration and continuously for not less than three months immediately prior to that time, the candidate is shown by his affidavit of registration to be affiliated with a political party the nomination of which he seeks; and (2) the candidate has not been registered as affiliated with a political party other than that political party the nomination of which he seeks within 12 month immediately prior to the filing of the declaration.

The Registrar of Voters shall attach a copy to the declaration of candidacy showing the date on which the candidate registered as intending to affiliate with the political party the nomination of which he seeks and indicating that the candidate has not been affiliated with any other political party for the 12 month period immediately preceding the filing of the declaration.

“Party” means a political party or organization that has qualified for participation in any primary election.  EC 338

EXCEPTION:  Members of the County Central Committees are elected at the Primary Election.  A candidate for Democratic and Republican Party Central Committees shall not be declared elected unless he/she has received votes equal in number to a minimum number of signatures to the nomination paper which would have been required to place his/her name on the direct primary ballot as a candidate for member of a committee. SECTION 7                       NON-PARTISAN OFFICE CANDIDATES

Candidates for a non-partisan office (county or district office) who at a primary election receive a majority (more than 50%) of the votes cast for candidates for that office at the primary election shall be elected to that office.  Where two or more candidates are to be elected to a given office and a greater number of candidates receive a majority than the number to be elected, those candidates shall be elected who secure the highest votes of those receiving a majority, and equal in number to the number to be elected.  A Certificate of Election is issued to each successful candidate and neither their names nor the office appear on the November ballot.  If no candidate for the office receives a majority of the votes cast, there will be a run-off contest at the November General Election between the two candidates with the highest votes at the Primary.  (ART 11, 2-3/4, State Constitution; EC 8140, 8141)
SECTION 8                                               FILING FEES

The Registrar of Voters cannot issue any nomination papers until the filing fees are paid and/or petitions in-lieu of a filing fee are filed.  EC 8105
Filing fees for STATE AND FEDERAL OFFICES, other than Superior Court, must made payable to the Secretary of State.  EC 8105
ALL FILING FEES RECEIVED BY THE REGISTRAR OF VOTERS AND SECRETARY OF STATE ARE NON-REFUNDABLE.  EC 8105  

Sutter County has a $15.00 service fee for any checks returned as non payable by the bank.

SECTION 9                              JUDICIAL OFFICE (NOT ON BALLOT)

In any county in which only the incumbent has filed nomination papers for the office of superior court judge, his/her name shall NOT appear on the ballot unless there is filed with the Elections Official, within 10 days after the final date for filing nomination papers for the office, a petition indicating that a write-in campaign will be conducted for the office and signed by 100 registered voters qualified to vote with respect to the office.  EC 8203
If a petition indicating that a write-in campaign will be conducted for the office at the General Election, signed by 100 registered voters qualified to vote with respect to the office, is filed with the Elections Official not less than 83 days before the General Election, the name of the incumbent shall be placed on the General Election ballot if it has not appeared on the Direct Primary Election ballot.

If in conformity with this section, the name of the incumbent does not appear either on the primary ballot or general election ballot, the Elections Official, on the day of the General Election, shall declare the incumbent re-elected.  Certificates of Election specified in Section 15401 or 15504 shall not be issued to a person re-elected pursuant to this section before the day of the General Election.  EC 8203
CHAPTER THREE
CANDIDATE’S NAME AND OCCUPATIONAL DESIGNATION

The candidate’s name will be printed on the ballot exactly as it appears on the Declaration of Candidacy.  Nicknames of candidates are permitted on the ballot provided the candidate has declared his candidacy or has accepted his nomination under such name.  (EC 8040 and Attorney Gen Op 50-87, May 1960)
If a candidate changes his/her name within one year of any election, the new name shall NOT appear on the ballot, unless the change was made by marriage or decree of any court of competent jurisdiction.  EC 13104
The candidate may, at his/her option, have only one of the following designations appear under his/her name on the ballot:  (NO EXCEPTIONS) (EC 13107)
(1)   Words designating the elective city, county, district, state, or federal office which the 
   candidate holds at the time of filing the nomination documents to which he or she was   

   elected by vote of the people, or to which he or she was appointed, in the case of a 
   superior court judge.

(2)    The word “incumbent” if the candidate is a candidate for the same office which he or she 
         holds at the time of filing the nomination papers, and was elected to that office by a vote  

         of the people, or, in the case of a superior, municipal, or justice court judge, was   

         appointed to that office.

(3)    No more than three words designating either, the current principal professions, vocations,  

  or occupations of the candidate, or the principal professions, vocations, or occupations of  

  the candidate during the calendar year, immediately preceding, the filing of nomination  

  documents.  For purposes of this section, all California geographical names shall be  

  considered to be one word.  Hyphenated words that appear in any generally available 
  standard reference dictionary, published in the United States at any time within the 10 
  calendar years immediately preceding the election for which the words are counted, shall  

  be considered as one word.  Each part of all other hyphenated words shall be counted as a  

  separate word. 

(4)    The phrase “appointed incumbent” if the candidate holds an office other than a judicial 
         office by virtue of appointment, and the candidate is a candidate for election to the same 
         office, or, if the candidate is a candidate for election to the same office or to some other  

         office, the word “appointed” and the title of the office.  In either instance, the candidate 
   may not use the unmodified word “incumbent” or any words designating the office  

   unmodified by the word “appointed”.  However, the phrase “appointed incumbent” shall 
   not be required of a candidate who seeks re-election to an office which he or she holds 
   and to which he or she was appointed, as a nominated candidate, in lieu of an election,  

          pursuant to Sections 5326 and 5328 of the Education Code or EC 7228, 7423, 7673, 10229,  

         or 10515.
Neither the Secretary of State nor any other election official shall accept a designation of which any of the following would be true.

(1) It would mislead the voter.

(2) It would suggest an evaluation of a candidate, such as outstanding, leading expert, virtuous, or eminent.

(3) It abbreviates the word “retired” or places it following any word or words which it modifies.

(4) It uses a word of prefix, such as “former” or “ex” which means a prior status.  The only exception is the use of the word “retired.”

(5) It uses the name of any political party, whether or not it has qualified for the ballot.

(6) It uses a word or words referring to a racial, religious, or ethnic group.

(7) It refers to any activity prohibited by law.         

No designation given by a candidate shall be changed by the candidate after the final date for filing nomination papers.  The designation shall remain the same for all purposes of both primary and general elections, unless the candidate, at least 98 days prior to the general election, requests in writing a different designation which the candidate is entitled to use at the time of the request.  EC 13107 e
No title or degree shall appear on the same line on a ballot as a candidate’s name, either before or after the candidate’s name, in the case of any election to any office.  EC 13106
GUIDELINES

The following are guidelines to assist candidates in selecting appropriate ballot designations.  The guidelines were issued by the Secretary of State’s Office, and incorporate past Secretary of State and court interpretations on acceptable and unacceptable designations.

Acceptable Designations

1. A principal profession, vocation, or occupation is the primary job or work one does which is the means of livelihood or production of income, as opposed to a hobby or avocation.

Exceptions may apply for a person retired or unemployed by choice or by circumstance.  No designation which connotes a status is acceptable.  Examples of unacceptable status claims include “parent”, “taxpayer”, “citizen”, “patriot”, “renter”, and “presidential appointee”.
2. A candidate may use either his or her current principal profession, vocation, occupation, regardless of the amount of time in which the candidate has engaged in such or, in the alternative, any principal profession, vocation or occupation in which the candidate was engaged over the course of the previous calendar year even though it may no longer be one in which the candidate is currently engaged.  In choosing between the alternatives, the candidate must ask himself or herself:  “What is my  

          primary job right now?” and “What was my primary job last year?”  Either job, if  

          otherwise proper, based on the statutory criteria, may be used as a ballot designation.   

          For purposes of this section, the “calendar year immediately preceding the filing of  

          nomination papers” is defined as that year beginning January 1  immediately  

          proceeding the year in which nomination papers for the office are allowed to be filed.

Organization names must be replaced with generic references.  For example, “President Computer Company” would be acceptable; “President, Apple Computer” would not be allowed. Similarly, based on previous court interpretation, a designation such as “Director, ABC Club” would not be permissible, whereas, “Administrator, Environmental Club” would be.  Ballot designations are not intended to advertise a specific product, corporation, or organization; they are intended to reveal what a candidate does, not for whom the work is performed.  Multiple designations are usually acceptable, provided the three word limitation is met.  The word “retired” may be allowed, but it must precede the word(s) which is modified and may not be abbreviated.  “Retired Policeman” is acceptable, but “Policeman, Retired” is not.  “Retired” is defined as having given up one’s work, business, career, etc. especially because of advanced age.  Generally, a retired status may be allowed if the candidate can demonstrate retirement.  The following are examples of evidence supporting retired status:  
a. Served in the position being requested to be listed as retired from for more than five years;

b. Is collecting or eligible to collect retirement benefits/pension (i.e. vested);

c. Is 55 or more years old;

d. Left the position voluntarily after serving a minimum of 5 years;

e. If requesting the use of a retired public office designation, was not recalled from or did not fail to win that office or surrender it to run for another office in a previous election campaign;
f. Has not had another more recent occupation;

g. Retirement benefits are providing a principal source of income.

Because the Elections Code specifically forbids the use of a prior profession, vocation, or occupation, unless the candidate is retired there from, election officials may require candidates to provide substantiating evidence or documentation in support of the requested designation.

Unacceptable Designations

A political party central committee designation is not a principal profession, vocation, or occupation as prescribed in this statute, nor is it an elective county or state office.  

Ballot designations suggesting an evaluation of a candidate such as:  “Best_____”, ”Exalted_____”, “Prominent_____”, “Advocate”, “Activist”, “Reformer”, “Pro__”, and “Anti—“ anything conveying a philosophy, or words connoting a status are unacceptable designations.  Statements of philosophy belong in campaign ads and literature, not as ballot designations.
Commercial or proper names such as “IBM President”, “Director Health Services”, or “Sierra Club Secretary” are not permissible.  Generic descriptions of specific jobs should be substituted; for example:  “Computer Corporation President”, “State Agency Director”, or “Nonprofit Organization Secretary”.  Certain requested designations may connote a status which also suggests an evaluation; for example:  “Patriot” or “Presidential Appointee”.  These are unacceptable designations.

SECTION 1                                        TIME FOR FILING

The candidate’s statement must be filed on E-113 to E-88 (dates) on a form provided by the Registrar of Voters at the time of filing the nomination papers.  EC 13307
The candidate statement may be withdrawn by submitting a written request, but not changed, during the period for filing nomination papers and until 5:00PM on the next working day after the close of the nomination period (E-88).  EC 13307
SECTION 2                                        COST OF STATEMENT

All costs in handling, printing and mailing of the statement must be paid by each candidate at the time of filing the Candidate’s Statement.  (EC 13307)  The cost for a Candidate Statement is attached to the Candidate Statement form.  Payment is required at the time the statement is submitted.

SECTION 3                                LAWS REGARDING STATEMENTS

Each candidate for elective office in any local agency, city, county, city and county, or district may prepare a statement of qualifications on an appropriate form provided by the Registrar of Voters.  Such statement may include the name, age and occupation of candidate and a brief description of no more than 200 words of the candidate’s education and qualifications expressed by the candidate himself.  Such statement shall not include the party affiliation of the candidate, nor membership or activity in partisan political organizations.  Such statement shall be filed in the office of the Registrar of Voters when his/her nomination papers are returned for filing.  It may be withdrawn by written request, but not changed, during the period for filing nomination papers and until 5:00PM of the next working day after the close of the nomination period.

The Registrar of Voters shall send to each voter together with the sample ballot a voter’s pamphlet which contains the written statement of each candidate’s qualifications that is prepared pursuant to this section.   The statement of each candidate shall be printed in type of uniform size and darkness and with uniform spacing. 

Nothing in this section shall be deemed to make any such statement or authors thereof free or exempt from any civil or criminal action or penalty because of any false, slanderous or libelous statements offered for printing or contained in the voter’s pamphlet.  EC 13307  

In addition to the restrictions set forth above, any candidate’s statement submitted by a candidate for judicial office shall be limited to a recitation of the candidate’s own personal background and qualifications and shall not in any way make reference to other candidates for judicial office or to another candidate’s qualifications, character of activities.  The Registrar of Voters shall not cause to be printed or circulated any statement which the Registrar of Voters determines is not so limited or which includes any such references.  EC 13308
State Senate and Assembly candidates must agree to limits on Form 501 before a 250 word candidate statement can be filed.  GC 85601
US Representative candidates can submit a 250 word statement.  EC13307.5 
SECTION 4                                  CANDIDATE STATEMENT FORMAT

The statement of each candidate shall be printed in type of uniform size, darkness and with uniform spacing, the following guidelines must be observed:

1.   Typewritten copy must be submitted on the form which was issued by the Registrar of  

         Voters, in standard paragraph format. 
2.   Handwriting, circles, extra exclamation points, arrows, stars, dots, or bullets are NOT  

         allowed.
3. DO NOT use any unusual spacing, underscoring or bolding on the statement.

4. Multiple indentations or multiple underscoring will not be accommodated.

5. Please keep the Statement in essay form as enumerated lists or outlines may not fit in the space provided in the sample ballots.

6. Entire Statements in all capital letters will not be permitted.

7. Do not include any party affiliation if filing for a nonpartisan office.  EC 13307
8. Do not include membership or activity in partisan political organizations if filing for a nonpartisan office.  EC 13307
The California Elections Code intends for uniformity of appearance of the Candidates’ Statements.  By preparing your statement in accordance with the above guidelines, each statement will be uniformly printed and allowed the same amount of space in the Voter Information Pamphlet.

Statements will be type set exactly as submitted; candidates are, therefore, advised to carefully check their statements for errors in spelling, punctuation and grammar.  The Registrar of Voters is authorized to make corrections only to the format of the statement.  

SECTION 5                          CHALLENGE OF STATEMENT CONTENTS

Candidates’ statements shall remain confidential and are not available for viewing until after the deadline for filing has passed.  There is then a (10) ten day public examination period whereby the document may be reviewed and copies obtained (for a copy fee, check with the Elections Office).  (EC 13311 and 13313) Also, during this (10) ten calendar day examination period, any voter of the affected jurisdiction may take legal action to challenge the contents of the candidate’s statement pursuant to Election Code 13314.  Refer to the Election Calendar for specific dates.                                                                                                                                                                                                                  
SECTION 6                                WORD COUNTING GUIDELINES

Election Code 9 defines “Counting of Words” for election purposes, except ballot designation, as follows:

1. Punctuation is not counted.

2. Each word shall be counted as one word except as specified in this section.

3. All geographical names shall be considered as one word; for example, “City and County of San Francisco”; or “County of Sutter” shall be counted as one word.  (The geographical location must be definable on a map; “Pacific Rim” would be counted as two words.)
4. Each abbreviation for a word, phrase, or expression shall be counted as one word.

5. Hyphenated words which appear in any generally available dictionary shall be considered as one word.  Each part of all other hyphenated words shall be counted as a separate word.

6. Date consisting of a combination of words and digits shall be counted as two words.  Dates consisting only of a combination of digits shall be counted as one word.

7. Any number consisting of a digit or digits shall be considered as one word.  Any number which is spelled, such as “one”, shall be considered as a separate word or words.  “One shall be counted as one word whereas “one hundred” shall be counted as two words “100” shall be counted as one word.  
8. Telephone numbers shall be counted as one word.

9. Internet web site addresses shall be counted as one word.  (EC 9)
This section shall not apply to counting words for ballot designations under EC 13107.  EC 9 b
SECTION 7                        RUNOFF NONPARTISAN CANDIDATES
(APPLIES TO RUNOFF CANDIDATES FOR BOARD OF SUPERVISORS, COUNTY WIDE OFFICES AND JUDICIAL POSITIONS WHO DO NOT RECEIVE A MAJORITY OF THE VOTE IN THE PRIMARY ELECTION)

After certification of the June Primary Election results, any nonpartisan runoff candidates required to appear on the November ballot will be notified in writing and provided with a cost estimate for a candidate’s statement for the November General Election.
Those candidates who will appear on the ballot in a runoff election in November may:

1.   Withdraw the candidate’s statement, and not utilize any statement for the runoff election;                                or

2.  Utilize the same candidate’s statement as was printed for the June Primary Election;                                            or

3.  Submit a new candidate’s statement for inclusion in the November general election Sample Official Ballot Pamphlet.

Any such statement is required to be filed with the Registrar of Voters not later than 88 days before the election.   (EC 13307)
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SECTION  1              POLITICAL ADVERTISEMENT REQUIREMENTS

Any paid political advertisement which refers to an election or to any candidate for state or local elective office and which is contained in or distributed with a newspaper, shall bear on each surface or page thereof, in type or lettering at least half as large as the type or lettering of the advertisement or in 10 point roman type, whichever is larger, the words “Paid Political Advertisement”.

As used in this section “paid political advertisement” shall mean and shall be limited to, published statements paid for by advertisers for purposes of supporting or defeating any person who has filed for an elective state or local office.  EC 20008

SECTION 2                         SIMULATED BALLOT REQUIREMENT

(a)  Every simulated ballot or simulated sample ballot shall bear on each surface or page  

       thereof, in type or lettering at least half as large as the type or lettering of such statement  

       or words or in 10 point roman type, whichever is larger, in a printed or drawn box and set  

       apart from any other printed matter, the following statement:

(b)  No such simulated ballot or simulated sample ballot shall bear any official seal or insignia of  

any public entity, nor shall any such seal or insignia appear upon the envelope in which it is mailed or otherwise delivered.  EC 20009
SECTION 3                          CODE OF FAIR CAMPAIGN PRACTICES

At the time an individual is issued his or her declaration of candidacy, nomination papers, or any other paper evidencing an intention to be a candidate for public office, the clerk, shall give the individual a blank form of the Code of Fair Campaign Practices and a copy of this chapter.  The clerk shall inform each candidate for public office that subscription to the code is voluntary.
In the case of a committee making an independent expenditure within the meaning of Section 82031 of the Govt. Code, the Secretary of State shall provide a blank form and a copy of this chapter to the individual filing, in accordance with Title 9 (commencing with Section 81000) of the Government Code, an initial campaign statement on behalf of the committee.  (EC 20440)

The elections official shall accept, at all times prior to the election, all completed forms which are properly subscribed to by a candidate for public office and shall retain them for public inspection until 30 days after the election.  EC 20442
Every code subscribed to by a candidate for public office pursuant to this chapter is a public record for public inspection.  EC 20443
SECTION 4                      PRE-CAMPAIGN FILING BANK ACCOUNT
Any individual who plans to be a candidate and intends to solicit or receive campaign contributions for any purpose, or who intends to spend funds for campaign purpose must:  File the Fair Political Practices Commission Form 501 (Candidate Intention Statement) before soliciting or receiving any contributions (including loans) or expending any funds for the purpose of supporting or opposing their candidacy.  (GC 85200)  Form 501 for local county candidates is filed with the Elections Office; state candidates file Form 501 with the Secretary of State.

NOTE:  Form 501 postmarked no later than the filing deadline is deemed to have been filed on time. EXCEPTION:  Filing of form 501 and establishment of a campaign bank account are not required if the candidate or officeholder does not receive any contributions and the only expenditures made will be from the candidate’s or officeholder’s personal funds for a filing fee or statement of qualifications that will appear in the sample ballot and voter information pamphlet.
State candidates can accept or not accept State Candidate Expenditure Limits on Form 501.  Refer to the FPPC Manuel 2 for filing questions.
SECTION 5                                             MASS MAILING

Definition 

         “Mass Mailing” means two hundred (200) or more identical or nearly identical pieces of mail, but does not include a form letter or other mail which is sent in response to a letter or other inquiry.  GC 82041.5
Mass Mailing at Public Expense

No newsletter or other mass mailing shall be sent at public expense by or on behalf of an elected officer to any person residing within the jurisdiction from which he or she was elected or to which he or she seeks election, after the elected official has filed the nomination documents as defined in Elections Code 333, or any other paper evidencing an intention to be a candidate for any local, state, or federal office.  GC 89001
Mass Mailing-Miscellaneous
Elections Code Section 16 requires the Registrar of Voters provide a copy or Government Code Section 84305 to each candidate or his or her agent at the time of filing the Declaration of Candidacy.
GOVERNMENT CODE SECTION 84305  is reproduced here for your information:

(a) Except as provided in subdivision (b), no candidate or committee shall send a mass mailing   

      unless the name, street address, and city of the candidate or committee are shown on the  

      outside of each piece of mail in the mass mailing and on at least one of the inserts  

      included within each piece of mail of such mailing in no less than 6-point type.  A post 
      office box may be stated in lieu of a street address if the organization’s address is a matter 

      of public record with the Secretary of State.

(b) If the sender of the mass mailing is a single candidate or committee, the name, street  

      address, and city of the candidate or committee need only be shown on the outside of  

      each piece of mail.

(c) If the sender of a mass mailing is a controlled committee, the name of the person 
     controlling the committee shall be included in addition to the information required by  
 subdivision (a).

SECTION 6                                      VOTE BY MAIL APPLICATIONS
Candidates or campaigns planning to distribute Vote by Mail ballot applications are advised to review “A Guide to Vote by Mail Voting in California” prepared by the Secretary of State before implementation.  Critical points include:

1. Approval of the format by the Registrar of Voters, prior to printing.

2. Applications received from voters by campaigns must be returned to the Registrar of Voters within 36 hours.
A complete copy of “A Guide to Vote by Mail Voting in California” is available from the Registrar of Voters office by calling 530-822-7122 or the Secretary of State website www.sos.ca.gov.  
Voting by mail is available to any registered voter.  To apply for a vote by mail ballot, the voter can submit a written request or complete an application.  The sample ballot pamphlet has an application on the back cover.  (Requests are NOT taken over the phone due to required signature verification.)  The request must include:

1. Voter’s printed name

2. Voter’s residence address (NOT a PO Box)

3. Mailing address if different from resident address 
4. Voter’s telephone number (optional)

5. Voter’s written signature

The period for processing vote by mail applications is from E-29 through E-7.  Application received prior to E-29 are processed during the E-29 to E-7 time period.  See Election Calendar for specific dates.  The voted vote by mail ballots may be returned to the Registrar of Voter’s Office or to any polling place in the county no later than the close of polls at 8:00PM on election day.  The voted vote by mail ballots may ONLY be returned by:

1. The voter placing the ballot in the mail

2. In person by the voter

3. The voter designating his/her spouse, child, parent, grandparent, grandchild, brother, or sister to return the ballot in the event of illness or other physical disability.
Penalties for specified acts associated with interference of the vote by mail voter process are as follows:

Non-conforming vote by mail application

Any individual, group, or organization which knowingly distributes any application for a vote by mail ballot which does not conform to the requirements of Chapter 1 (commencing with EC 3000) of Division 3, is guilty of a misdemeanor.  EC 18402
Willful interference with return of a vote by mail application
Any person who willfully (a) interferes with the prompt delivery of a completed vote by mail application, (b) retains a completed vote by mail application, without the voter’s authorization for more than three day excluding weekends and state holidays, or by the deadline for return of vote by mail applications, whichever is earlier, or (c) denies an applicant the right to return his or her own completed vote by mail application to the local elections official having jurisdiction over the election, is guilty of a misdemeanor.  EC 18576
Willful interference with return of vote by mail ballot

Any person having charge of a completed vote by mail ballot who willfully interferes or causes interference with its return to the local elections official having jurisdiction over the election, is guilty of a misdemeanor.  EC 18577
Fraudulent vote by mail voting

Any person who applies for, or who votes or attempts to vote, a vote by mail ballot by fraudulently signing the name of a fictitious person, or of a regularly qualified voter, or of a person who is not qualified to vote, is guilty of a felony punishable by imprisonment in the state prison for 16 months or two or three years, or by fine not exceeding one thousand dollars ($1,000) or by both the fine and imprisonment.  EC 18578
SECTION 7      DISTRIBUTION OF PRECINCT POLLING PLACE  INFORMATION

Every person is guilty of a misdemeanor who knowingly causes to be mailed of distributed, or knowingly mails or distributes, literature to any voter that includes a designation of the voter’s precinct polling place other than a precinct polling place listed for that voter in an official precinct polling list that constituted the latest official precinct polling list at sometime not more than 30 days prior to the mailing or distribution.  EC 18302
SECTION 8                 ELECTIONEERING NEAR A POLLING PLACE

No person, on Election Day, shall, within 100 feet of a polling place: 

(a)  Circulate an initiative, referendum, recall or nomination petition or any other petition.

(b)  Solicit a vote or speak to a voter on the subject of marking his ballot.

(c)  Place a sign relating to a voter’s qualifications or speak to a voter on the subject of his 
      qualifications except as provided in EC 14240.  (Conditions for challenge)

(d)  Do any electioneering.  As used in this section, “100 feet of a polling place” shall mean a distance of 100 feet from the room or rooms in which voters are signing the roster and casting ballots.  Any person who violates any of the provisions of this section is guilty of a misdemeanor.  EC 18370
NOTE:  Be careful of parking vehicles with campaign signs on them too close to a poll place.

SECTION 9                                          POLITICAL SIGNS

The placement of political signs may be regulated by the state, county or city depending upon the location of such signs:
STATE:  Under provisions of the State Outdoor Advertising Act Section 5405.3, signs may NOT be placed within the right-of-way of any highway or within 660 feet of the edge of and visible from the right-of-way of a landscaped freeway.

A temporary political sign is a sign which:

(a)  Encourages a particular vote in a scheduled election.

(b)  Is placed not sooner than 90 days prior to the scheduled election and is removed within 10  

       days after that election. 
(c)  Is no larger than 32 square feet.

(d)  Has had a statement of responsibility filed with the department (CALTRANS) certifying a  

       person who will be responsible for removing the temporary political sign and who will   

       reimburse the department for any cost incurred to remove it. 

CALTRANS is prepared to answer any questions candidates may have about the state law regulating campaign signs.  The web site is www.dot.ca.gov/oda and the phone number is (916) 651-9327 for information.
COUNTY:  No county ordinances on the placement of political signs.

CITIES:  Candidates need to check with the City Clerk of the City in which they wish to place political signs to make sure such signs are not in violation of any city ordinance.  The City of Live Oak can be reached at (530) 695-2112.  The City of Yuba City can be reached at (530) 822-4609.

PACIFIC GAS & ELECTRIC COMPANY:  PG&E has adopted a firm policy of not permitting the attachment of candidate/campaign materials to PG&E poles or other facilities.  The U.S. Supreme Court has made it clear that third parties have no right to use utility property to communicate messages to the public [Pacific Gas and Electric Company v. Public Utilities Commission, 475 U.S. 1 (1986)].  Also, the placement of signs, pictures, or other forms of advertising on private property without the owners’ permission is restricted under California Law (Penal Code section 556.1 and 593).
CHAPTER 6

CAMPAIGN REPORTING AND STATEMENT FILING 

The Political Reform Act of 1974, as amended, is applicable to all state and local candidates, their committees, and committees supporting or opposing ballot measures.  This Act requires candidates and committees to report campaign contributions and expenditures, in detailed statements.  Up to three filings may be required, two prior to the applicable election, and one filing after the election.

When the candidate applies for nomination papers, he/she will receive an informational manual and the appropriate forms.  Candidates should familiarize themselves thoroughly with the information in the manual and to note carefully the filing deadlines.

The Act imposes penalties for late filing of campaign statements of $10 per day up to a maximum of $100, or the cumulative amount stated in the late statement, whichever is greater.

On June 30, 2012, after the election, any campaign funds left are considered surplus.  Refer to the FPPC Manuel 2 Chapter 9 for the guidelines regarding these funds.  
CHAPTER 7

REGISTRATION AND ELECTION DATA

The California Administrative Code, Title 2, Division 7, Article 1, §19003, specifies permissible uses for any data obtained from voter registration and election files.  Permissible usage includes direct election campaigning, surveys in conjunction with an election campaign and distribution of information of a political nature.  Data obtained from voter registration and election files may not be sold, leased, loaned, reproduced or possession thereof relinquished without receiving written authorization to do so from the Secretary of State or the Registrar of Voters.  Prohibited usage includes commercial purposes and solicitation of contributions or services for any purpose other than on behalf of a candidate or political party, or in support of or opposition to a ballot measure.
Listed below is a brief description of some of the registration and election data available.  The Elections Office has applications that need to be filled out to request the information listed.
